Appendix on the transition of Vietnam  (added by the translator for reference) 

In this appendix the translator gives some subjective remarks on transitional process of Vietnam. The similarity of transitions in Vietnam and China is quite remarkable and can be understood easily. However, there are some differences and there are two points worth to mention. In spite of the fact that the “doi moi-renovation” process in Vietnam started in 1986, 8 years later than reform of China, the price-liberalization started earlier in Vietnam and the reform of banking sector is deeper. 

There are many studies on transitional process of Vietnam, however there is no comprehensive and detailed studies (good raw data are available for last 10 years).

Below are few official data taken from GSO (General Statistical Office) of Vietnam. The reader can do some comparisons with Tables 6.1 and 6.6 and makes conclusions for himself or herself.

In comparison with the corresponding last rows of Table 6.6 of China we see that from 2000 the contributions of state sector are always less than 40 percent (that is, those of private sector are more than 60% of GDP and reached more than 65% in 2008 [cf. Slovenia in table 6.1]).

There are no comparable data to those of upper rows of Table 6.6 (contributions of enterprises), but Table 6.9 and the subsequent tables give indications for contributions of the two.

Net revenues of SOEs decreased steadily and that of private sector increased steadily (reached more than 60% in 2000 and near 70% in 2007).

Table 6.10 below provides information on employment of registered (formal) enterprises (informal sector not included). From 2004 the ratio of employmentt of SOEs to total employment of all registered enterprises was below  40% and in 2007 reduced to near 24%.

In terms of industrial products in 2000 contribution of state sector is about 34% and by 2007 reduced to 20%. The part of FDI is significant.
